Tops

Reception to year 5 students
wear the red with black trim
polo top and year 6-7
students wear black with red
trim polo top.

Plain black skirt or skort —
skirts/skorts need to be mid-thigh in
length.

Pants / Shorts

Plain black shorts, tracksuit pants,
pants - shorts need to be mid thigh
in length. Denim jeans are not
part of the uniform policy.

Black leggings can be worn under
a dress, skirt or shorts.

Shoes

In the interest of student safety
students are to wear sensible, safe
footwear with non-slip soles.
Thongs, high-heeled shoes/boots
are not appropriate for school.

Make up including nail polish &
artificial nails are not part of school
uniform.

Jewellery

In the interest of student safety
jewellery must be kept to a
minimum. One pair of small
sleepers or studs can be worn in
the ears. Necklaces should not be
worn or if worn kept tucked under
tops. No other jewellery is to be
worn at school

Hair

In the interest of student safety
students with hair longer than
shoulder length must be worn tired
back.

Hair ACCessories

Hair accessories need to be in
school colours — black, red or white.
Students are not to have coloured
hair or wear hair extensions.




Hats

In the interest of student safety
students are to wear a red bucket
or broadbrim hat during term 1, 3
and term 4 for all outside activities.
